Local League Playing Rules

Senior Division
1. The following rules are the local league rules for the Senior Division of the CYAA. Any rule not covered by these local league rules shall be governed by the Official Baseball Rules along with Babe Ruth Baseball Rules and Regulations.

2. This division will consist of all players league age 13, 14 and 15.

3. All players must play at least three (3) innings in the field and bat once each game. If a player is not played in that manner, he/she must play twelve (12) consecutive outs the following game (four (4) innings). A second occurrence will require the manager to appear before the Board of Directors for a Disciplinary hearing.

4. Substitutions: Players may be substituted in any position in the batting order. The batting order must go around one time before a player can bat again. Any team with ten (10) or more players must place a player in the lineup as an Extra Hitter (EH). Once a starting pitcher is removed from the game he/she may return as a pitcher in the same game once. 

5. Pitching Rules: No player may pitch more than seven (7) innings per week, excluding All-Stars. In addition if a player pitches more than three (3) innings in one game, he must have two days rest before pitching again. The calendar week is Monday thru Sunday.

6. Bull Pens: Any player warming up to pitch must have a coach with them to protect them from foul balls and overthrows. Pitchers warming up must not interfere with players attempting to field a foul ball.

7. Speed up rule: The coach has the option of replacing the catcher on the base path if there are two (2) outs in the inning. The pinch runner must be the player that made the last out in the current inning. 
8. On deck cages: Batters must be in the cage ready to bat. All equipment must be kept in the cage. There are to be no bats outside of the batting cage at any time!
9. No managers or coaches are allowed on the field unless they are coaching bases or they are having a conference with a player. Timeout must be granted by the umpire if a conference is held.
10. Stealing: All bases are allowed. 

11. Bats: The Babe Ruth Baseball 13 – 15 Division has adopted standards for metal bats that limit the diameter of a bat to 2 5/8”. Wood bats will conform to the Official Baseball Rule 1.10 with a maximum diameter of 2 ¾”.

12. Time out can only be called when you have control of the ball and have stopped the runners from advancing.

13. An official game is 4 ½ - 5 innings. All games that are called prior to this will be rescheduled as a new game. All statistics will be erased for the canceled game including pitching. No inning shall start at the discretion of the umpires. The umpire may call the game prior to the time limit due to rain, lightening, or insufficient light.

14. All games shall start at 6:00pm unless otherwise noted. The visiting team shall have the fields from 5:25pm to 5:40pm to warm-up. The home team shall have the field from 5:40pm to 5:55pm to warm-up. Home team shall have the first (1st) base dugout and the visiting team shall have the third (3rd) base dugout. Home team is listed first on the schedule.

1. Rainouts: All attempts will be made to cancel rained out games one hour prior to the scheduled starting time. Managers are to call __________________ to find out whether they will be playing that particular day. The answering machine will list the divisions that will be playing and the divisions that are rained out. If for some reason you cannot hear the message on the answering machine or you have to reschedule a rained out game, please call Commissioner _______________ at ______________. Games will be rescheduled and managers will be notified in a timely manner. Pitching rules will apply to the week the game is rescheduled.

15. Call-Up Players: There is no calling up of players in the Senior Division.
