Rules & Standards

· All Teams advance to single elimination playoffs.

· Tie Breakers are as follows

1. Head to Head match up

2. Coin Flip

· Players, Spectators, and Coaches must adhere to the common sense rules of the Lewiston & Porter Code of Conduct (Included)

· All equipment must be regulation Senior Little League Stamped.  (Bats, Balls, etc).  High School Bats and regulation wood bats may be used.

· All double header games have a 2 hour time limit, used at the umpires discretion during the school year and a two hour and fifteen minute time limit outside of the school year.

· No team may score more than seven (7) innings in any inning except the seventh inning (7th) or any inning of extra innings.

· No Pitcher may pitch more than 7 innings in one week.

· All teams must use an EH, or Extra Hitter, meaning that each team will bat ten players.  The EH can be substituted in any field position with no penalty as long as the batting order is not affected.  In the case of any team dropping below nine players, the team will record an out every time batter nine comes to bat.

· If a team only has nine players, the opposing team has the option of batting nine or ten batters.

· Any player removed from the game may return only in the original place in the batting order or a spot in the batting order which will bat no fewer than ten (10) batting slots from the original spot in the order.  A substitute cannot reenter the game once removed.

· A pitcher removed from a game is ineligible to return to the Pitchers mound but may be substituted into any other position as long as the Batting Order is not affected.  

· All Pitching Innings must be kept by each coach in their scorebooks and signed by the umpire and opposing coach.  If a scorebook is not signed legibly, team will forfeit any innings pitched protest.

· There will be NO Metal Spikes allowed in any GNB game.  In League games not on the official GNB schedule will not be represented in the standings and may adhere to any additional rules recommended by the individual league.

· All players must slide on any close play.  Runners may be called out if the umpire deems that a lack of a slide has affected the defensive players ability to make a defensive play.

· Head-first slides are not allowed, with the exception of returning to a bag on a pick off attempt.

· Rules not addressed here will follow Senior Little League Rules.
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
